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MOVE to your assembly area and stay 
there. A safe assembly area may be:
•	 Letterbox
•	 Front gate
•	Other safe area agreed by family

CALL 000 (zero, zero, zero)
•	From a neighbour’s house 
•	 Or mobile phone

EVACUATE
•	 Leave your home
•	 Close the front door as you leave
•	 Never go back into a burning  

room/house
